In the light of General Administration Department, Government of Bihar, Notification No.-13062, dated 2.10.2017, only such candidates will be
eligible for horizontal reservation of 04% for posts/services who suffer from a minimum of 40% relevant disability. The candidates who wish to
avail themselves of the benefit of reservation, will have to submit disability certificate in the prescribed format issued by competent authority,
otherwise they will not get the benefit of reservation of physical disability.
