The Constitution of India was framed in 2 years 11 months 18 days, on 26 November 1949 and
came into force on 26 January 1950. It has 395 articles and 12 schedules. At the time of its
implementation, it had 395 articles and 9 schedules. Initially it was divided into 22 parts. Later
three more parts were added, after which the total has now become 25 parts. Schedule 10 to 12
inserted in the constitution by constitutional amendments. Many new articles were inserted,
changed, removed by various constitutional amendments but their order was not changed. Dr.
Rajendra Prasad was the President of the Constituent Assembly that made the Constitution and a
Drafting Committee was formed inside the Constituent Assembly, headed by Dr. Bhimrao
Ambedkar. The Indian Constitution is the most comprehensive constitution in the world, it is a
constitution taken from many sources, both Indian and foreign. The preamble has been written at
the beginning of the constitution, which gives a glimpse of the entire constitution. Preamble is a
document which is mentioned at the beginning of the constitution. It describes the resolve of the
people of the countries. In this, the government and political parties are guided to fulfill the
national objective.
